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Disciples UMC (Mt. Morris) left its building to bring the church to the neighborhood, in this 

case the local mobile home park.  They rented a trailer and began by doing Vacation Bible 

School on-site.  The Kids’ Club continued through the summer, and then families asked that the 

program continue into the fall and winter months.  Now well into its second year, neighbors 

welcome their presence. A few vignettes from the program:  

 We have some very interesting neighbors. Last summer after he had gotten to know us 

a little one neighbor told me, “I generally don’t like neighbors, but you guys can stay a 

very long time.” He likes us, is good to us and we do everything we can to support him 

and the needs he has in his life. 

 During a lesson about Jonah and the whale, one of our kids asked the adult where God 

lives. While the volunteer struggled a little to explain this to very young children, a 6 

year old piped up and said, “He lives in our hearts.”  

 We transported children to our community Vacation Bible School. We also bought each 

of our children’s families the music CD because they LOVED the songs. One mom was 

overcome that we would do this for her child.   

 We buy school supplies for some children we see because their families simply can’t 

afford them. We have been thanked by people who live at the trailer park and know we 

do this even though they themselves do not have children. 

 To spread the Good News, the faith community left the security of its space and discovered a 

mission field that was waiting for them.
